 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS – 10/11 JULY 2010
1.0
RULES
1.1
The regatta will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the current “Racing Rules of Sailing”, Class Association rules and these Sailing Instructions.
2.0
CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

2.1.
Competitors shall complete an entry form and pay the necessary dues in order to be eligible to race.

3.0 
NOTICES TO COMPETITORS
3.1 
Notices to competitors will be posted on the Official Notice Board located in the Signal Station.
4.0 
CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 
Any changes to the Sailing Instructions will be posted on the Official Notice Board for at least two hours before the advertised start time of the race or races concerned; except that any change to the schedule of races shall be posted by 1900 hours on the day before it will take effect.

5.0 
SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

5.1 
Signals made ashore will be displayed on the flagpole at the Signal Station in accordance with RRS Race Signals except as modified by these Sailing Instructions.

5.2
When Flag "V" is displayed ashore (with three sound signals - one when lowered), no competitor may go afloat until this signal is lowered. The starting signal will be made not less than 30 minutes after the signal is lowered.

5.3 
When Flag “AP” is displayed ashore (with two sound signals - one sound signal when lowered)  ‘1 minute’, in ‘Race Signals’, is replaced with ‘not less than 30 minutes’. This adds to the meaning of AP in RRS Race Signals.

6.0
SCHEDULE OF RACES
6.1      The schedule of races is as outlined in the Notice of Race. Apart from the first race the Race Officer may bring forward or the start of any race, if required, so as to complete the schedule.
6.2
No warning signal will be made after 1455 hrs on the last day of racing.

The class flags will be:    Buzz - Numeral pennant 1     ISO – numeral pennant 2    Osprey- Numeral pennant 3

RACING AREA


The Course Area will be within a two mile radius of the Signal Station.

9.0 
THE COURSE


Appendix A, to these Sailing Instructions, shows the layout of the course, the number of rounds to be sailed and the order in which marks are to be rounded. 
10.0 
MARKS

10.1
The course marks will be described in Appendix A. 

10.2    All course marks are to be rounded to port. 

11.00  THE START
11.1    Races will be started by using rule 26.

11.2    The starting line will be between a mast bearing an orange flag on the Committee Boat at the starboard end and the   port-end starting mark.

11.3    The port end starting mark will be a yellow pillar type mark.

11.4    Individual recalls will be in accordance with rule 29.2. The Race Committee shall be under no obligation to hail the sail numbers of boats that start prematurely.

11.5      A boat starting later than 5 minutes after her starting signal will be scored Did Not Start. This changes rule A4.1.

11.6      The Committee Boat will be Kurketrekker, a white hulled First 35. Any competitor/boat touching the Committee Boat will be disqualified without hearing.
12.0 
CHANGE OF COURSE AFTER THE START
12.1
When after a race has started there is a substantial wind shift; the Race Committee may move one or more marks.

12.2
When the course to be made good is significantly changed by such an alteration, a boat will be stationed near the mark at the start of the leg affected, and will fly code flag “C” over a green or red flag indicating that the direction of that leg lies either to starboard or port respectively of its previous bearing. She will draw attention to this signal by making intermittent sound signals. When the leg affected is to windward, the approximate magnetic bearing of the new direction to the next mark will, when possible, be displayed near the start of that leg. This changes rule 33.

12.3
Notwithstanding Sailing Instruction 11.1, a mark will not be moved if it affects the point of sailing of any competitor during the time that it is being moved.

13.0 
THE FINISH

13.1
The finish line will be between a staff displaying a blue flag on the committee boat and the nearby mark, or the finishing mark. Hoisting a blue flag on the race committee boat when the leading boat is on its last round will open the finish line.

14.0 
PENALTY SYSTEM

14.1    Appendix N will apply.

14.2    A boat that has taken a penalty or retired under rule 31.2 or rule 44.1 shall complete an acknowledgement form at the race office within the protest time limit.

15.0 
TIME LIMITS

15.1
The time limit will be 90 minutes. Boats that fail to finish within 20 minutes of the first boat will be scored DNF. This changes rule 35
16.0
PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

16.1
Protest forms will be available from the Signal Station. They shall be delivered there within the protest time limit

16.2
The protest time limit is one hour after the last boat finishes, or where two or more races are to be sailed without coming ashore between them, within one hour of finishing the last race. 

16.3
Notices will be posted within 30 minutes of the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in which they are parties to a hearing or named as witnesses. It shall be the responsibility of competitors to check the notice board for such notices.

16.4
On the last day of racing a request for reopening a hearing shall be delivered:

  (a)
 Within the protest time limit if the party requesting reopening was informed of the decision on the previous day;

  (b)
No later than half an hour after the party requesting reopening was informed of the decision on that day.


This changes rule 66

17.0 
SCORING SYSTEM

17.1
The low point system of RRS Appendix A will apply.

17.2
Three races are required to be completed to constitute a series for the Buzz and ISO classes and two for the Osprey Class.
17.3 
Series Score

  (a)
When three races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores. 

  (b)
When four, five, or six have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.
18.0    SAFETY REGULATIONS

18.1
Personal Buoyancy

Adequate personal buoyancy for crew-members shall be worn at all times whilst afloat. Neither a wetsuit nor a drysuit constitute adequate personal buoyancy. This changes rule 40
18.2
Competitors shall obey safety instructions at all times.

18.3
A boat retiring from a race shall, whenever possible, notify the Race Committee or a Patrol Boat of their intentions before leaving the racing area. 

18.4
A boat that retires from a race shall indicate this fact accordingly upon the retirement sheet or on the declaration sheet if applicable.

18.5     Boats shall give way to commercial shipping, safety and race management boats at all times.

19.0
REPI.ACEMENT OF CREW OR EQUIPMENT 

19.1
Substitution of competitors will not be allowed without prior written approval of the race committee. 

19.2
Substitution of damaged or lost equipment will not be allowed unless approved by the race committee. Requests for substitution shall be made to the committee at the first reasonable opportunity.

19.3
Distinguishing Numbers


Under exceptional circumstances, the race committee may permit a boat to use sails carrying a distinguishing number other than that required by RRS77 and RRS Appendix G. 

19.4
Such permission is only valid if sought in writing before use.
20.0 
EQUIPMENT AND MEASUREMENT CHECKS
20.1 
Measurement / Checking

 
A boat or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the class rules and sailing instructions. 

21.0

RADIO COMMUNICATION

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

22.0
DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY
22.1 
General  


The race organisers shall not be responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury howsoever caused to the owner/competitor, his skipper or crew as a result of their taking part in the race or races. Moreover, every owner/competitor warrants the suitability of his boat for the race or races.

22.2    The safety of a boat and her entire management including insurance shall be the sole responsibility of the       owner/competitor racing the boat, who shall ensure that the boat is fully found, thoroughly seaworthy and manned by a crew sufficient in number and experience who are physically fit to face bad weather. The owner/competitor shall be satisfied as to the soundness of the hull, spars, rigging, sails and all gear. He shall ensure that all safety equipment is properly maintained, stowed and in date and that all crew know where it is kept and how it is to be used. 

22.3  Neither the establishment of these Sailing Instructions nor any inspection of the boat under these conditions in any         way limits or reduces the absolute responsibility of the owner/competitor for his crew, the boat and the management thereof. The crews are nonetheless advised to satisfy themselves as to the experience of the skipper and the adequacy of all safety equipment and insurance arrangements.

22.4 The RYA Charter covering fair sailing is recognised by Lee on the Solent Sailing Club therefore its concepts will be applied at this event.
