NOTICE OF RACE

1. RULES

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing, the Class rules and the Sailing Instructions.
2.      ADVERTISING

ISAF Regulation 20 apples with restrictions as applied in relevant Class Rules, if appropriate.
2. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

2.1 Entry is open to all paid up members of the relevant Class Associations.
2.2 An entry for the Championship shall comprise a team of an identified boat, helm and crew for the duration of the event. If during the event the helm becomes incapacitated then the crew may substitute the helm and a substituted crew permitted. If the crew is incapacitated a substitute crew may be permitted. Any substitution may only be made with prior permission of the Race Committee confirmed in writing, and once a substitution has been made it may not be reversed. Any other changes shall be treated as a separate entry for the purpose of the results and prizes.
2.3 Competitors may enter on the day.
2.4 Entry fee will be £30  
3. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 
3.1 Sailing instructions will be available at registration and may also be published in advance on the Lee-on-the-Solent S C website
3.2 Courses will be published in the Sailing Instructions.
4. Schedule

4.1 Registration will be held in the Signal Station from 0900hrs on Saturday 10th July. Three races are scheduled for each day for all classes. The Warning Signal for the first race will be at 1255hrs. No race shall be started for any class after 1530hrs on Sunday.
5. Penalty System
5.1 Rule 44 will apply.
6. Scoring

6.1 Three races are required to be completed to constitute a series and there will be one discard when four or more races have been completed. 
7. Prizes/Trophies
7.1 Class Trophies will be awarded together with other prizes.

8. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY 
8.1 Competitors are entirely responsible for their own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing, whether in the Notice of Race or Sailing Instructions or anywhere else reduces this responsibility. It is for the competitor to decide whether they are fit to sail in the conditions in which they will find themselves. By launching, a competitor confirms that their boat is fit for those conditions and they are competent to sail and compete in them. Nothing done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the competitors nor will it make the organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in the racing. The organisers encompass everyone helping to run the race and the event and include the organizing authority, the race committee, the race officer, patrol boats and beachmasters. The provision of patrol boats does not relieve competitors of their responsibilities.

9. INSURANCE

9.1 Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of £2,000,000 per event.
