1.
RULES

1.1 The championship will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.
1.2    The organising Authority will be Lee-on-the-Solent Sailing Club

1.3  IFDCO Class Rules 113 and 119 will apply. British Section Rule Crew eligibility   will apply.                                    
2. IMAGE RIGHTS
             Competitors automatically grant to the organising authority and the International Flying Dutchman Class Organisation, without payment, the right in perpetuity to make, use and show any motion pictures, still pictures and live, taped or filmed television of or relating to the event.

3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
3.1
 The championship is open to all boats of the International Flying Dutchman Class    Organisation.

3.2
Helmspersons and Crews must be fully paid-up members of the International Flying Dutchman Class Organisation and a current membership card must be produced at registration, together with a valid measurement certificate.


3.3
Eligible boats may enter by completing the Entry form and sending it to Stephen Parry at 40 Manor Way, Lee-on-Solent, Hants PO13 9JQ together with the Entry fee by 24th August 2010.
3.4
Competitors under the age of 18 years at the time of the event shall be required to complete and lodge the parental/guardian consent form included on the entry form at time of registration and prior to commencement of racing.

4. FEES
4.1
The entry fee will be £75 per boat.

4.2 The entry fee includes launching and berthing.

4.3
The Entry Fee includes the cost of two tickets for the competitor’s supper to be arranged for Saturday, 4th September 2010.  Additional tickets may be purchased at £10 each, subject to availability.

SCHEDULE
5.1 Registration:

From  0930 on Friday 3rd September 2010 at LOSSC Signal Station.

Dates of racing and number of races:

Friday 3rd September
2 races
Saturday 4th September   3 races.

Sunday 5th September     2 races
5.3 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race is 1255hrs.

The warning signal for the last race on Sunday 5th September will not be after 1355hrs.

There will be a competitors briefing at 1100hrs on Friday 3rd September in the Dinghy compound

6.
MEASUREMENT

6.1
All competing boats shall hold a valid measurement certificate. 
6.2
The race committee reserves the right to require any boat or sail to be submitted for measurement at any time before or during the series. 

7.
SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

The Sailing Instructions will be available at registration.

8.
THE COURSES
8.1
Triangle/sausage courses will be laid in waters within 3nm of the signal Station

9.
SCORING
9.1
Three races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

9.2
(a)
When from four to seven races have been completed, a boat’s score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score. 

(b) When fewer than four races have been completed, a boat’s score will be the       total of her race scores.
10.
BERTHING


10.1
Boats and their trailers may be kept in the Compound. There will be NO parking of boats, trailers or cars on the grass adjacent to the compound.

11.
DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY
11.1
Competitors participate in the championship entirely at their own risk.  See Rule 4, Decision to Race.  The organising authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the championship.

11.2
Competitors are entirely responsible for their own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing whether in the Notice of Race or Sailing Instructions or anywhere else reduces this responsibility.

11.3
It is for the competitors to decide whether their boat is fit to sail in the conditions in which it will find itself.  By launching or going to sea, the competitors confirm that the boat is fit for those conditions and they are competent to sail and compete in them.

11.4
Nothing done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the owners and/or competitors, nor will it make the organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in the racing.  The organisers encompass everyone helping to run the race and the event, and include Lee-on-the-Solent Sailing Club, the organising authority, the race committee, the race officer, patrol boats and beach masters.

11.5
The provision of patrol boats does not relieve the owner/competitor of their responsibilities.

12.
INSURANCE

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance with a minimum cover of £2,000,000 or the equivalent.
